A closer look at the map
Side A covers the full Bay of Islands area. Side B goes deeper 
with dedicated town maps for Kerikeri, Paihia/Waitangi and 
Russell. Every advertisement is tagged with a grid reference, 
linking your business directly to its location on the map - so 
visitors can fi nd you easily.
At A2 size folded to DL, it’s compact enough to slip into a pocket 
or bag and refer back to throughout the trip. Far North isite 
consultants reach for it as a geographical guide - a practical tool 
for showing visitors where businesses are and helping them work 
out how to get there.

Following a successful trial on both 
the Interislander and Bluebridge Cook Strait ferries, maps will be 
distributed on both services as part of an annual display - putting 
the Bay of Islands in front of visitors while they’re still planning 
what to do when they arrive in the North Island.
